FLOODGUARD - The project

The project focuses on flood risk management
challenges, through integrated actions for joint
coordination and response to flood risks in the trans-
boundary area. This region is vulnerable to climate
change and its negative impacts, which calls for
adequate and coordinated transboundary manage-
ment.

The need to strengthen the adaptive capacity of the
actors confronting climate change in the areas
covered by the project, and specifically in the inter-
national river basins of the transboundary rivers
Strimon - Struma, Nestos — Mesta, Arda and Evros -
Maritsa, is direct and imperative.

Effective flood risk management is of utmost impor-
tance and affects a large number of people and
extensive land. The actions are directly oriented to
the joint coordination of a total of five Flood Risk
Management Plans (FRMPs) in both countries, two
plans in the Bulgarian territory (FRMPs of the Eastern
Aegean and Western Aegean), and three plans in the
Greek territory (FRMPs of Eastern Macedonia,
Thrace and Evros River).
