REGARDING: Trade mission with a visit to the International Specialized Exhibition
Vietnam FoodExpo 2022 and holding bilateral meetings, Ho Chi Minh City, Socialist Republic
of Vietham, 14-20.11.2022.

The Executive Agency for the Promotion of Small and Medium Enterprises (BSMEPA) is
a leading partner in the Go International (Golnt) project, implemented under the cross-border
cooperation program Interreg "Greece-Bulgaria" 2014-2020, in partnership with the German-
Greek Chamber of Commerce and Industry and with the Greek-Italian Chamber of Commerce
The main objective of the project is to promote Bulgarian small and medium-sized enterprises
(SMEs) from the food industry, with one of the main activities being conducting trade missions

and organizing participation at a stand.

On the basis of your order with per. No. RD-19-51/11.11.2022 in the period 13-
19.11.2022 incl. I was seconded to the city of Ho Chi Minh City, Socialist Republic of Vietnam
with the task: "Organizing the on-site conduct of a trade mission with a visit to the International
Specialized Exhibition Vietnam FoodExpo 2022, assisting the participating Bulgarian and Greek
companies in holding bilateral meetings and providing information about the activity of

BSMEPA."
For the successful running of the event, the following was done:

Until the deadline of 14.10.2022, 7 Bulgarian enterprises submitted documents for participation,

After reviewing the eligibility documents of the applicant companies by the key experts, the following

was found:
All 7 Bulgarian SMEs submitted documents for participation in the trade mission on time.

According to the Rules of Participation, the enterprises that successfully passed the document
eligibility stage were evaluated and ranked. The ranking of the Bulgarian SMEs allowed to participate,

According to the previously set budget, contracts were approved and concluded with the first 5

enterprises, according to the points received from them, namely:

In the program of the trade mission, the representatives of the Bulgarian and Greek companies were
to visit the International Specialized Exhibition Vietnam FoodExpo 2022, to participate in bilateral
meetings with the foreign and local Vietnamese companies represented at the exhibition. During the
exhibition, Bulgarian enterprises visited the Vietham Food Forum 2022 conference, as well as had a

meeting with representatives of the Chamber of Commerce of Central and Eastern Europe in Vietnam.
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The Socialist Republic of Vietnam is a traditional partner of the Republic of Bulgaria in the Southeast
Asian region. Currently, an important prerequisite for the successful development of relations between
Bulgaria and Vietnam in the commercial and economic sphere is the Agreement on Economic

Cooperation between the two countries signed on November 23, 2006 (in force since January 8, 2008).

As part of one of the fastest growing economies in the world, Vietnam FoodExpo is one of the largest
food exhibitions in the Socialist Republic of Vietnam. The exhibition is organized by the Vietnam Trade
Promotion Agency - VIETRADE, with which BSMEPA has concluded a Memorandum of Understanding,

under the patronage of the Ministry of Industry and Trade of Vietnam.

On 1b.11.2022 at 09:00 was the official opening of the international exhibition with welcoming
remarks by Mrs. Kate Brown, Governor of the State of Oregon and Mr. Do Thang Hai, Deputy Minister
of Industry and Trade.

Within the same day, Bulgarian participants had the opportunity to visit Vietham Food Forum 2022.
This is the most important annual forum for foreign visitors and exhibitors who follow current local
food trends and relevant government policies, share knowledge and experience in the food industry .
After the conference part, bilateral meetings with Vietnamese business representatives were
organized within the framework of the exhibition. As a result of the visit, the Bulgarian manufacturers
got acquainted with the new standards and trends of the market, with the new production

technologies being imposed.

In the period November 16-18, 2022, representatives of the enterprises had working meetings
arranged by Mr. Tsvetan Alexov, Head of STEVE Hanoi with representatives of leading trade chains and
importers in Vietnam. Mr. Tsvetan Alexov held individual meetings with the representatives of the
enterprises participating in the trade mission. Each company representative explained exactly what
they produce, what the problems are, and each of them is ready to export to the Socialist Republic of

Vietnam.

On November 17, 2022 a meeting was held between the Bulgarian enterprises with the
representatives of the Vietnam-Bulgaria Trade and Investment Promotion Center. The main role of
the organization is to strengthen bilateral economic relations between Bulgaria and Vietnam, promote

trade, promote tourism between Bulgaria and Vietnam, provide information.

On November 18, 2022 a meeting was organized with representatives of the Chamber of Commerce

of Central and Eastern Europe in Vietnam (CEEC). The main purpose of CEE is to establish business

contacts of CEE countries, to provide useful business information to new participants regarding the
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challenges of this market. Ms. Monika Jurzak, Executive Director, Mr. Tsviatko Kabachiski, member of
the executive board, as well as other representatives of the organization took part in the meeting.
Valuable information on entering the Viethamese market was provided and discussed during the

meeting

During the trip, previously prepared survey cards were distributed to the participants, where they

shared their impressions of the organization of the event and the visited exhibition,

With the implementation of the trade mission, new opportunities for promoting the
internationalization of Bulgarian enterprises were revealed, such as direct contacts between Bulgarian
enterprises and their potential partners, possibilities for the development of production cooperation,
increasing the volume of Bulgarian exports to the Israeli market, implementation of good production
methods were discussed and commercial practices, as well as adapting Bulgarian products to the

requirements and specifics of international markets.

The benefits that Bulgarian companies report from their participation in the event are entering new
markets; obtaining information about the foreign market - attitudes and requirements towards the
product, prices, specifics, regulations; increasing experience with participation in international events;
familiarization with good practices; the ability to display the products in another market and receive

immediate feedback.

The main conclusion is that the visit of the Bulgarian delegation to Ho Chi Minh City, Socialist Republic
of Vietnam was successful and useful from the point of view of the visited specialized exhibition ba
Vietnam Food Expo 2022, as well as from the contacts made. | hope that concrete positive results will
be achieved, which will lead to an increase in trade between Bulgaria and Vietnam, as well as to a
higher growth of Bulgarian exports. In the performance of my official tasks, | was present on site,
providing general information about the activities of the BSMEPA, exercising control over the
implementation of assigned activities and organized meetings. During the trade mission, the

companies were assisted in conducting talks with potential partners.
